Do they ever feel like a slave? (work)
Or perhaps what would they get their slave to do if they had one

Then to look at how Paul viewed this runaway slave in Philemon and compare how we were going to treat our slaves.

Read the passage

Who is Philemon? (i.e. what do we find out about him)

Who is Onesimus?

What is Paul thankful for?

What does Paul pray for?

What appeal does Paul make to Philemon?

Why?

Why doesn’t Paul just demand it? v8ff

What choices did Philemon have?

What do verses 15 and 16 mean?

How far is Paul willing to go for Onesimus?
